She has known many of Australia® most famous artists since the 1950s.
Many were regular visitors, along with a range of other famous national and
international figures, to the McCulloch® home on the Mornington Peninsula
and the studio which Arthur Boyd built with Alan McCulloch in 1951, and in
which Susan and Emily McCulloch Childs still work.

She became a book publisher in 1978 and has run her own independent book publishing
company since, combined with writing on the arts including for The Age, The Bulletin, the
Melbourne Herald, Asian Art News and many art magazines.

She was The Australian® visual arts writer 1994-2003 and its national art critic 2003-2004. She
has a long-standing passionate interest in Aboriginal art and travels to Australia@ remote art-
